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Academic Calendar

Mount Vernon Nazarene University uses an early
semester with interim academic calendar, often
termed a 4-1-4 calendar. The fall and spring semesters
have 65 days of class and four days of final
examinations. Most class periods are 60 or 90 minutes
in duration. The January interim covers three and a
half weeks, 18 days of class. A long weekend occurs
at the fall midterm. Christmas break is 16 days. A 9-
day spring break occurs at midterm.

Most courses are offered for a full semester. A few
courses are offered within a half semester during the

fall or spring. The January interim is often devoted to
a single course. A variety of courses that involve
travel off campus are offered in the January interim.
